Harris Uniform is our sole and official uniform provider. All uniform pieces must be purchased through          
Harris Uniform, located at 4152 W. Blue Heron Blvd. #118, Riviera Beach, FL, (561) 881-8689.

Elementary students (K3 through 6th grades) do not dress out for PE. All middle school students are required to 
take PE and must have a PE uniform. Any high school student taking PE must have a PE uniform. Students may 
either purchase PE shorts from Harris or may wear red or black basketball shorts. Students may either purchase 
the PE shirt from Harris or may wear any JCS t-shirt (from a JCS sports team, JCS Auction, class t-shirt, etc.).

4 Shoes must be closed toed and must have a fully enclosed back on them.
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Jupiter Christian School is a uniformed school to ensure the neatness of its students and to allow students from 
all economic backgrounds the freedom to be themselves apart from the stress of competitive dress. Students are 
to be neat, modest, well groomed and in uniform at all times during school hours. Students should dress 
modestly when representing the school or attending activities on or off the school campus. The school reserves 
the right to ask a student to leave and change clothes if it determines the student’s dress to be immodest. Harris 
Uniform Company is our sole and official uniform provider.

Students in all grades are to wear the school uniform at all times during school hours except on special 
announced occasions, such as dress-down days. The JCS monogrammed uniform shirt or blouse is the only 
outer shirt allowed. The JCS monogrammed shirt or blouse is to be buttoned to within one button from the top 
and is to be tucked in while on campus, from 7:30am to 3:00pm. Any shirt worn under the uniform blouse or 
shirt is to be T-shirt style with no lettering or designs. JCS secondary students are to have the JCS logo 
embroidered by Harris Uniform at the designated location on the uniform piece. Shorts and skorts must have a 
standard seven(7) inch inseam and are not to be rolled. Skirts, skorts, shorts and pants should be worn at the 
waist level and not below. Boys’ shorts are not to extend below the knee. 

Cold Weather Policy/Outer Wear
Students may wear jeans with a school uniform shirt, boots, and outwear that complies with the JCS guidelines if the 
temperature is below 35° at 6:00 a.m. according to www.weather.com using the Jupiter zipcode of 33458.

Secondary Policy:  In the event of cold weather, students may wear a plain red, black, white, or navy blue 
sweatshirt or sweater or a JCS sweatshirt that has been issued by the JCS athletic department, sold by Harris 
Uniform or sold by the school. Absolutely no writing or logos will be permitted on the non-JCS sweatshirts. 
Plain red, black, white, or navy pullover sweatshirts or zipper sweatshirts are permitted but students are not 
permitted to wear their hoods on campus. College sweatshirts may be worn by seniors who have been accepted 
to that university. Embroidered sweaters are available from Harris. Coats and jackets must not be worn in 
classrooms. A long sleeve uniform shirt may be worn; or a solid white turtle-neck or solid white long-sleeved 
shirt may be worn under the uniform shirt. Jean jackets and oversized shirts are NOT ALLOWED at any time. 
Girls may wear solid navy, black or nude tights in the event of cold weather; footless tights are not allowed. 

Elementary Policy:  In the event of cold weather, elementary students may wear any jacket, fleece or sweatshirt 
including those sold by Harris Uniform or sold by the school. Absolutely no offensive writing, slogans, or 
graphics may be present on the outer wear (this includes but is not limited to skull & crossbones). A long sleeve 
uniform shirt may be worn, or a solid white turtle-neck or solid white long-sleeved shirt may be worn under the 
uniform shirt. Girls may wear solid colored tights or knee socks in the event of cold weather; footless tights are 
not allowed. Coats and jackets must not be worn in classrooms. A navy blue sweater or sweatshirt may be worn 
in the classroom (hoods may not be worn in the classroom).

Other Items
Belts may only be worn in belt loops of pants and shorts. Belts that do not fit in the loops will not be permitted. 

Wheelies (shoes with wheels), heels, platform shoes, slippers, flip-flops, sandals, and boots are not acceptable 
forms of footwear and are not permitted. Shoes must be closed toed and have a fully enclosed back on them.

Hats, caps and bandanas are not permitted to be worn on campus during school hours. 
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Items such as leg warmers, hats, bandannas, sunglasses, pagers, cellular phones, chains (such as wallet chains, 
dog chains, etc.) are not to be worn. 
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
